ISSUE #1:  Who You Are

The Need: Not adding more to your “to-do list” but an inner transformation, a step of faith, a change in 
the way you        yourself and your           to others.

The Absence of Vulnerability: Creates a culture of perfectionism 

Exodus 33:12, 14, 15 “Moses said to the Lord, ‘You have been telling me, “Lead these people”, but You 
have not let me know whom You will send with me’… The Lord replied, “My Presence will go with you, 
and I will give you rest.” Then Moses said to Him, ‘If Your Presence does not go with us, do not send us up 
from here.’”
